From the Director’s Desk


We are all very excited about the events and happenings of this ministry. In our last newsletter we put out a plea for help in purchasing a new furnace for the mobile home at Four Winds. Also, an unexpected blessing was found in the addition of three new showers installed by Fort Mill Church of God. Because of the months of bitter cold, that furnace ran almost continually and literally “died” in January, 2010. In what we call “the miracle of the furnace,” the need was met with enough extra to re-do some of the duct work! Praise God!


Another miracle is the securing of a home in Lame Deer, MT on the Northern Cheyenne Reservation. There are currently over 125 children who need to be placed in a Foster Care home but none are available (35 to 40% of all children placed in foster care are Native American). This has been a burden of this ministry for over 30 years. Justin will be relocating to manage this foster care facility along with a team from Alabama; thus the beginning of our new foster care outreach. We eventually hope to have six homes (three for boys and three for girls) in a ranch-type setting on property located just off the reservation. Please help us pray concerning this new endeavor and that funds can be raised to support Justin’s salary. 


The current recession has affected many ministries, ours included. Please keep our ministry and needs in constant prayer. We thank each one of you for what you have allowed to take place with the Four Winds Ministry Center and Montana Native American Ministries. We wish His best to each of you.
